You should always buy your travel ticket before you start your journey, as long as there is a
staffed ticket office or a self-service ticket machine. If these facilities are available and you
travel without a ticket, you will not be able to buy reduced-rate tickets on the train or at your
destination.

If your journey starts at a station where there is no ticket facility available, it will be your
responsibility to pay your fare to the conductor on the train who will be able to issue the normal
range of tickets.

In the interest of all customers, we aim to reduce the number of people who do not pay their
fares on purpose and ticket checks will take place at stations from time to time. You may be
delayed leaving the station if you do not have a ticket.

Penalty fares

If you join one of our trains between Twyford and Paddington, Bourne End and Maidenhead,
Slough and Windsor & Eton Central, or at Greenford or Castle Bar Park, and do not have a valid
ticket, you may have to pay a penalty fare of £10 or twice the single fare to the next station if
this is greater.
